Ears well placed and very mobile the whole creatimegdesired sweetness of expression. Good depth
and width of chest with nice spring of rib. Bonewgood, not too heavy. Front feet very slightlgdo

in on the stack. Lovely turn of stifle. Coat pléualtiand fitted him well Nice colour blue, forgivingf a
couple of large black patches. Moved with good nesand drive and was very responsive to his young
handler.

Gr Ch Shelsian Believe Itr Not — ALDERTON

Also a very handsome looking dog but clearly didveéint to be here today. | feel that if he had
contributed more on the day he would have createldade different picture. A beautiful red

colour combined with a nicely fitted abundant coaated a nice outline. Height to length ratio very
good. Head in proportion to body, ears well pladdduld prefer a darker eye. Length of neck wasether
but again not showing it off to his best advantde the stack standing a little close in front.
Movement was good but could have moved a littleefas

Ch Finska King Ov Broadway — BEADSLEY

A sable dog lacking a little in coat trimmings Imatver the less a well balance dog with good substan
throughout. Would have liked head a little more ondise but the dimensions are correct with a good
eye. Ears well placed and he used them well. Vexg top line with a lovely sweep over the loin.
Would like touch more length of body. Good widtldatepth of chest with good spring of rib. Lovely
well muscled hindquarter. Nice short hocks with @@adth between them.

A very proud dog of great quality. His beautifuhfiomation teamed with his striking deep red

colour and his effortless movement was very pleatirthe eye. The combination of correct height to
length of body, bone and muscle tone together withth and depth of chest spring of rib was all ¢her
in this lovely package. Head masculine and in priogo with body and of correct dimensions, eye dark
and almond. Ears well placed and mobile, all togetfiving sweetness of expression. Lovely length of
neck flowing into a level top line to the desiredl bver loin. | could have watched this dog move
around the ring all day. Although he was reluctannhove at times and there was more tension on the
lead than needed to be at times he still displélyectffortless freedom of movement with lovely treac
and drive.

Ch Tiakina Tailord By Armani — WATSON Reserve Challenge dog.

A very attractive tri dog with lovely rich tan .Hssveetness of expression combined with his beéutifu
outline and his attitude in the ring was most inggree. His height to length ratio was very good
combined with a good strength in bone for his gias very nice to see. Head well balanced and
proportionate to body. Although not quite as stréeajured in the head as my first placed dog he
certainly portrayed strength and masculinity witbwaeet expression. Ears high and active. Eye almond
and well placed. Neck of very good length. Bodynfeind well toned. Coat fitted very well and
abundant. Nice turn of stifle with a lovely shoddk. Movement was brisk with good drive at rear,
would have liked a touch more extension in frons spirited nature on the move sparked a flaggailg t
which unfortunately detracted a little from his lmg on the move.
